Hearing the joyful words

of the Angels sitting in the tomb of the Word,

the women who had run there with good intentions

knew that the purpose of their group would be changed.

No longer will they carry myrrh!

“He Who was hidden in the earth is risen from hell!”

Initiate them into the mystery//

of Him Who became Man for us!

v. (7) Let Your ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications!

Very early in the morning

the Myrrhbearing Women came to the tomb in fear

bringing myrrh for the Giver of life:

Christ Who died to slay hell!

But the divine angel stood before them and cried:

“Why do you seek the life-bearing Lord among the dead?//

Go, proclaim the Resurrection!”

v. (6) If You, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand?  But there is forgiveness with You. 

O blessed Joseph,

you bear in your arms the Word enthroned upon the cherubim!

You carried on your shoulders Him Who first took our flesh,

and then died to give life to us who lay dead.

Then, you mourned His death with the Myrrhbearers;//

now you see His Resurrection and rejoice!

v. (5) For Your name's sake I have waited for You, O Lord, my soul has waited for Your word; my soul has hoped on the Lord.

appears as a radiant star.

He shines with the light of holiness

as he nourishes his flock with the Word of God.

And having embraced the Orthodox Faith,

that flock in thanksgiving still cries aloud with joy://
